Dr. Gerardo Camilo from the Center for Sustainabil-
ity SLU and Dr. Damon Hall, Assistant Prof with Sus-
tainability Dept

Holly Hills and Ward 23 are our focus for insect pollinator
decline. Decline in native bees, 452 species within the state of
MO. Gerardo has been sampling many sites around the city.
St. Louis has great diversity of native bees. 168 different bee
species. 1/3 of all the bee species in the state. In general we
have a very healthy bee population. Places where you need
bees, agricultural sites they don’t have the bees. Why is there
so much abundance and diversity in St. Louis? What can they
do to encourage conservation? He asked Gerardo what is
going on socially that we see here? So they wrote up a grant
to figure it out. This is their fourth year exploring the ques-
tion. Can we plant our way out of the pollinator health crisis?
Looked at the two sites with the lowest diversity: Ward 23
(South Hampton) and Holly Hills. Can they encourage home-
owners to start planting for bees and managing their lawns
differently? Most bees do not live in swarms; they are solitary
and nest in the ground. Hosted 6 workshops in both commu-
nities last year. It can be as involved as planting flowers and it
could be something as simple as mowing every two weeks
instead of every week. Some of the flowers that we see as
weeds are beneficial to bees. Still out sampling weekly at sites
around the city. Have applied for more grants. Have seen
some early examples, anecdotal success. This year they have
received funding again. Will continue to sample at the Holly
Hills Community Garden. If you live within 500 meters of
that site, we are very interested in your yard. The other part
of the study is to try to understand what it is about urban
sites that is encouraging bee diversity. Detroit, Singapore...
Will send out postcards to ask you to answer some ques-
tions through an online survey to talk about yard manage-
ment.

Stacy Ross, Chair of Neighbors for a Stable St. Louis.
Campaign committee

Prop NS will create a fund that will stabilize and secure va-
cant city-owned residential buildings. These are the buildings
that you are | already own. Repair and replace the roof, tuck-

pointing. Anything to make the envelope of the building water
tight and secure. These buildings are extremely dangerous
currently. We don’t want to see our history end up in a brick
pile. Up to $6 mil a year of bonds issued, up to $40 mil dol-
lars. Those bonds would need to be approved each year. Re-
pairs will be paid for with a penny increase in the property
tax rate. $100,000 it would be $11 a year. The work will be
put out to bid according to the city’s guidelines. $30,000 per
unit can be spent. Homes will be sold at auction. We are put-
ting them in pre-rehab condition so people can buy a home
that is ready to rehab. The house then goes back on the tax
rolls. We are losing $7 mil a year in prop tax revenue. Vacant
buildings also cause a decrease in prop value for those living
near these buildings.

Fire Chief Jenkerson

Fire in a vacant home is a big issue for the Fire Dept. If we
respond to a fire in your home, normally something alerts
you to the fire. You’re standing outside and tell us where the
fire is. We know that the building has been secured and kept
up. You've told us where you think the fire is. We normally
respond in 4 minutes. We can’t consider a building va-
cant...since we have a fairly large homeless population that
moves around. There could also be children playing in the
building so we have to make entry into the vacant building.
It’s unsecured and damaged from wind, water, etc. Impacts
the roof and all of the wood inside the building. Pressure of
the water causes collapse. | spent 10 years up in NWV city.
Very decorative brick. People would take individual bricks
out of these buildings and then prop them up with bathroom
sinks. Very hazardous situation. Any large fires in the city that
impacts more than one building it typically starts with a va-
cant building. The city has really nice buildings. MSD has just
started their program and will be eliminating a lot of vacant
homes that aren’t worth saving. But we have a lot of buildings
in neighborhoods that are anchors. The cost to the Fire Dept
is large: The injuries in vacant buildings are almost double.
People remove the steps. Workman’s comp... 30 firefighters
and 9 pieces of equipment attending to these fires almost
doubles our response time fighting these other fires. You can
look at a vacant building and think that it looks terrible. But
look at the construction in these buildings, these things are
built well. | live in the Holly Hills neighborhood. A home that
is unoccupied is a lot different than a vacant home. They are a
hazard to the fire dept. and the police dept. On the avg. week
the fire dept. responds to 25 calls for vacant buildings. Lots of
drug-related activity. It’s going to help the city and help the
fire dept. reduce the wear and tear on our firefighters and
fire trucks.

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Bee Study Follow Up

Dr. Gerardo Camilo of Saint Louis University’s Department of Biology reports that students from his department and SLU’s
Center for Sustainability will be in the Holly Hills neighborhood during the week of May |5th to sample our bee population —
so if you see adults running around with butterfly nets, now you know why! Dr. Camilo also provided the following infor-
mation about the invaluable services bees provide for us as well as simple actions we can take to help sustain healthy bee pop-
ulations:

Pollination is one of the most important ecosystem benefits provided to humans by nature. Pollination is required for the pro-
duction of produce (e.g., tomatoes, peppers, apples, etc.), feed for animals (e.g., alfalfa), and even fiber (e.g., cotton). Is estimat-
ed that in the United States alone, pollination services contribute over $37 billion annually to our economy. Worldwide, the
contribution of pollination to the world economy is over $250 billion. Thus, pollinators, like bees, provide a free service that
essentially can't be replaced.

Unfortunately, pollinators in general, and bees specifically, have been in decline for at least the last decade. Some of those de-
clines are minimal, while others have been dramatic. Many of the bumble bee species that once were tremendously abundant
in the Midwest, like the American bumble bee (Bombus pennsylvanicus) are now rare throughout its range, have not been ob-
served in over twenty years at some locations (e.g., at the Indiana Dunes nature reserve).

There are multiple reasons for those bee population declines. Among the most relevant is the increased extent of land that
has been partitioned for the production of crops like corn and soybeans. Another important reason is the extensive use of a
class of pesticides commonly known as neonicotinoids (neonics for short). This newer type of pesticides started to be used
broadly some |5 years ago. Most of the large-scale crops grown in the United States are protected from insect pests by these
chemicals. By the same token, many of the decreases of bee abundances have been tied to this broad use of neonics.

Our research has shown that individual homeowners can do something significant in order to contribute to the conservation
of pollinators in urban environments. By increasing the number of bee-friendly plants in your yards and gardens, bees can have
access to a diversity of resources from early spring to late fall. One very important point is that these plants couldn't have
been treated with neonics. So when you go to your favorite garden store or plant nursery, make sure to ask the employees
or managers and make sure that the plants you are buying are neonic-free.

X The "A Race" will be for USA Cycling Category |, 2 and 3 licensed racers.

X The "B Race" will be for USA Cycling Category 4 licensed Men, Category 1/2/3 licensed Women and Masters 40+ Category
1/2/3 Men.

X The "C" Race will be for USA Cycling Category 5 Men, Category 4/5 Women and | Day License Holders.
X The "Juniors" Race will be for Under 18 Boys Category 4/5 and Under |8 Girls Category 4/5 and | day license holders.

The Course - is an open .7 mile loop with a fast downhill turn + a bit of elevation gain. Pavement quality is near perfect and
corners are very safe.

The Perfunctory Stipulation - In exchange for usage of the course, St. Louis City has requested that local racers simply respect
the Park and the residents of the adjacent neighborhood.

Parking-The area and facilities will be available as close to 5:30 pm as possible. Please do not park blocking the one-way access
loop on the west side of the course.
